They scored 29.490 on vault, 32.600 on
bars, 35.100 on beam and 35.850 on floor to finish with an overall total of 133.040 in first
place taking the county title and shield by over 4 marks.

The Curly Wurlies
were made up of Jade Redrup, Mollie Walsh, Georgia Batten and Ellen Woodhouse. They
scored 31.030 on vault, 29.900 on bars, 28.620 on beam and 31.500 on floor to finish with an
overall total of 121.050 in 4" place.

Carder and Emily Cullum, 3 of whom normally only train for tumbling. They scored 32.250
