In National 3 age 11-12 years, Daisy Brandom scored 23.50 for her first tumble and 24.70 for her
second to finish with a total of 48.20 in 9™ place.

In National 4 age 11-12 years, Alissa Denniston scored 25.40 for her first tumble, 25.80 for her
second and 27.40 for her third to finish with a total of 78.60 in 6™ place.

In National 5 age under 12 years, Abi Tingey scored 20.70 for her first tumble and 26.50 for her
third to finish with a total of 47.20 in 5™ place.

In National 5 age 13-14 years, Chloe Dymock scored 23.10 for her first tumble, 25.20 for her
second and 27.00 for her third to finish with a total of 75.30 in 8" place.
